Winter Blues? Do you have them? Here are 
some symptoms that may indicate you are 
struggling with a little depression.  Having a 
loss of interest or pleasure; not caring any-
more; appetite is reduced or increased; crav-
ing foods; having problems with sleep 
(waking during the night and have a hard time 
going back to sleep, waking too early and un-
able to go back to sleep, hard time falling 
asleep); are you more agitated; having a hard 
time sitting still; pacing; feeling worthless or 
guilty; trouble concentrating, making deci-
sions or memory problems. 
 
If so, donôt worry, this is relatively common.  
Tips for beating the winter blues are going for 
a 5-10 minute walk outside; meeting a friend 
for coffee or lunch; establishing a sleep rou-
tine every night (i.e.: drink a cup of tea at 
8:30 PM, watch the news at 9 PM and go to 
bed at 9:30 PM); practice relaxation 
(visualize a place that brings a smile to your 
face); open the curtains every morning; put 
something nice on to wear; put on make-up; 
fix your hair; volunteer somewhere for 2 
hours a week; write a letter or send a card to 
someone; sing; write down one thing daily 
you are thankful for.
